The French Protestant Federation has its specific policy when it comes to welcoming strangers, particularly migrant churches. Since its creation in 1905 it has been the only unifying body of all Protestants in France, regardless of their denominational or cultural backgrounds. Composed only of five “mainline” churches at the beginning, it boasts of over 23 church unions and families and over 80 Christian Associations today. The component churches and movements are of a very wide doctrinal, theological, ecclesial and ecclesiological range. 
Within the Federation, protestant churches of different backgrounds, origins, - whether European, African or Caribbean - churches of diverse ecclesiology endeavour to live and work together in unity towards a common goal. The basis of this unity is the fact that all the member churches adhere to a common Charter. This charter, adopted in 1993 and whose “liturgical” version is entitled “Witnesses Together”, symbolizes the guiding spirit that reigns within the Federation. It underlines the fact that all its members are called to a common witness in Christ. Our common convictions are, amongst others, the importance of the Gospel, salvation through grace by faith, partaking in Holy Communion and establishing communion with Christ and with one another. This fosters and encourages communion within the Federation through sharing, dialogue, and fraternal solidarity. The Federation which is open to all Protestants is a visible testimony of our love and hope in Christ. Each member maintains its faith confession, its liturgy and its priorities. A good example of this openness is the case of the CEAF (Association of African and Caribbean Churches) and that of the FPMA (Association of Malagasy Churches), two migrant Church unions which officially integrated the Federation in 2003 and in 2007 respectively. 
In order to help other migrant churches that are not its members, the FPF created Mosaïc in 2006 in partnership with the “Service protestant de mission” (DEFAP) and the “Communauté d’Eglises en mission” (CEVAA). Through this organ the French Protestant Federation brings all these churches together and works with them in an attempt to secure places of worship for them, to get them to meet, work, discuss, and participate in certain activities with “mainline” churches. Mosaïc is a project which intends in the long run to provide theological training for their pastors if possible while fostering contacts between migrant and mainline churches.  
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
